8. How many Parisian taxi cabs were used to 
transport soldiers to the front during the First 
Battle of  the Marne?
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9. List one French Flying Ace. How many victories 
did he have?

10. How could a French plane be identified 
during the war?

12. Who was the French representative at the 
Peace Conference of 1919?
